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DEVELOPMENT OF PUBLIC FINANCES IN UKRAINE

Abstract. The article examines the genesis of the concept of "finance" and its
evolution over a long historical period. The study establishes the complexity and
ambiguity of the interpretation of the modern term "public finance" among domestic
scientists, which reflects, on the one hand, the historical past of the financial system
of Ukraine, and on the other - a certain essential feature of this term. Attention is
drawn to the fact that it is time to change the conceptual apparatus of domestic
financial science, including by carrying out relevant reforms and introducing the term
"public finance" into practice instead of "state finance" and consolidating it at the
legislative level. It is noted that, taking into account international experience and

standards, transparency, openness of government bodies that dominate the financial



and budgetary systems of Western European countries and help them better perform
the functions of the state are a determining factor in public finance as a special type
of modern, financial, social relations. It is emphasized that transparency in the public
administration system means that those institutions that ensure the performance of
state functions must report to society in a timely manner for the effectiveness of
management and use of public finances.

Dynamic, systemic transformations in society are reflected in the development
of socio-economic relations, the improvement of terminology. Financial science does
not stand aside, which is constantly updated, enriched with new terms regarding the
conceptual apparatus, which makes it possible to systematize, deeply and
comprehensively investigate complex financial and economic phenomena, apply in
modern conditions new approaches and methods of managing economic processes to
ensure GDP growth, increase the level of welfare of citizens, and promote the
efficiency of the state.

The term "finance" originated in the Middle Ages as a forced payment and was
used to indicate the payment term, as well as to define documents on the completion
of a transaction, repayment of a debt. For the most part, this term comes from the
Latin "finis", that is, the completion of something. Later, this term was improved,
modified, and acquired a new meaning depending on the conditions of the state
system of the country. With the development of market, commodity and monetary
relations, the role of the state in its influence on the economy increased. Therefore,
finance, as an economic category, acquired more advanced forms due to its
importance in expanded reproduction, distribution processes, and providing sectors of
the economy and administrative-territorial communities with the appropriate amount

of financial resources to solve diverse socio-economic problems.



In our opinion, this term should be considered not only as an economic category,
but also as a certain part of social relations to which production and monetary
relations belong.

The improvement of finance has led to the emergence of a new term "public
finance", which has currently gained great popularity in the scientific economic
literature, especially among Ukrainian scientists. The study of its essence is an
important factor in better understanding not only the origin, that is, the genesis of its
origin, but also the significance of modern finance. Their impact on the development
of an effective, fair and efficient financial system capable of playing an important
role in providing monetary resources for the sustainable dynamics of the country's
socio-economic development, stimulating economic growth, and improving the living
conditions of citizens. These issues are especially relevant, given the need for further
reform of the financial and budgetary system, taking into account Ukraine's European
integration aspirations after obtaining candidate status (June 23, 2022) for EU
membership.

The relevance of public finance research is also dictated by the fact that in the
current conditions of the Russian-Ukrainian war, it is necessary to increase the pace
of reforms, implement European standards in the domestic financial system, while
ensuring balanced development of the national economy, financing of industries,
administrative-territorial units, and the development of other socially important
processes. Therefore, it is extremely important to scientifically substantiate the
volume of necessary financial resources for the high-quality, effective performance of
state functions, including ensuring defense capability, promoting optimal production
and consumption, and increasing the level of well-being of citizens.

Despite significant scientific achievements, while positively assessing the results
of predecessors, it is worth recognizing that there are still disagreements in Ukraine
and the term "public finances" has not been finally identified, including regarding its
genesis, essence, composition, structure, and overall regulation of the conceptual

apparatus.



Obtaining the status of candidate for EU membership opens up new
opportunities for Ukraine and imposes certain obligations to bring domestic financial
terminology into line with European standards and generally accepted international
practice. Thus, it is necessary to determine the composition of public finances, which
should be in the country's financial resources management system (PFM). After all,
rebuilding the state after the war will require increased attention from the public to
the accumulation, distribution, redistribution and use of financial resources in priority
areas and measures of socio-economic development. Thus, it is necessary to justify
the appropriate volume of public finances at the disposal of the state now. And, the
issues of efficiency of management and use of financial resources today and in the
near future will become an extremely relevant task of the entire system of public
administration. Since, sustainable economic development, the well-being of society
has always depended on clearly defined boundaries (volume) of public finances,
opportunities and their role and significance in meeting public needs and interests of
citizens. The scale of the state apparatus, the level of improvement of the system of
state administration bodies, the increase in the degree of their interaction, and the
efficiency of their activities, in accordance with modern existential social
requirements, will depend on the resolution of this issue.

When studying the term "public finance", in our opinion, it is important to delve
into the recent past, look a little deeper and look into the history of its genesis, that is,
its emergence and spread.

Until recently, in particular during Soviet times, when the then government did
not recognize the right to private property, but rather dominated by state ownership,
this term, along with the concept of “public finance,” was identified with the then-
commonly accepted term “state finance.” Even when translating the phrase “public
finance” from English to conform to Soviet terminology, many domestic scholars
translated this term as “state finance”

In the current conditions of Ukraine's development as an independent state with
its own financial and budgetary system, and especially after the Russian invasion and

acquisition of the status of a candidate for EU membership, there has been a need to
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revise the basic categories that characterize the essence of financial science, in
particular its terminology, to better understand terms and concepts with European and
international practice. The reason is that there is still a certain inconsistency between
financial science in Ukraine and practice regarding the use of financial terminology.
After all, the ambiguity of the interpretation of some financial terms levels the
pragmatics of their use, application and disclosure of certain financial phenomena
and processes. This issue has become especially relevant during the implementation
of budget reform/decentralization since 2015, and the dynamic development of local
self-government. In this situation, there is an urgent need to revise financial
terminology, since local budget finances or funds of a united territorial community do
not fully relate to state finances, although there is a close relationship between them.

We understand that in order to change the terminology, it is necessary to justify
the need for such actions. From our research, it follows that the emergence of the
term "state finances" and "public finances" are closely interconnected through the
state as a social institution, primarily through its performance of functions to meet the
needs of the population.

A significant number of scholars identify the concept of "public finances" by the
criterion of the form of ownership, for example, in the person of the state or local
governments. However, the approaches to formulating the essence of the concept of
"public finances" are different among different researchers, as are their intended
purpose, openness of functioning, disclosure of the essence through the definition of
constituent elements.

A significant number of scholars believe that an important characteristic of
public finances is the satisfaction of the social (public) needs of the population,
focusing on the close relationship with the performance of state functions and the
allocation of appropriate funds for these purposes.

It is worth noting that the dominant definition of public finances, in addition to
meeting public needs, is independence and autonomy, as well as transparent
formation and passage of all stages of the budget process, including the formation of

revenues and directions of direction and use of budget expenditures. Based on this
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concept, it can be argued that under the conditions of the Soviet system, due to the
lack of transparent mechanisms for the formation of budget revenues and budget
execution, state, not public, finances existed.

After all, the criterion of transparency and publicity of the entire budget process
in this situation is decisive for the formation and development of public finances.

Speaking of the structure of public finances, it is not limited to state, local
budgets, and mandatory social insurance funds, but also includes funds from
decentralized funds.

For example, the public activities of political parties, other public, voluntary
associations (societies), although they are public in nature, if they are focused on
satisfying their own interests, rather than performing the functions of general state
administration bodies, they cannot be considered public finances.

For example, a public association has economic relations that are not imperative.
Therefore, it is not obliged to adhere to the principles of openness and publicity in
informing the population about its purpose and activities, and moreover, the
regulatory legal act does not specify a mechanism for disclosing information. Under
such circumstances, the finances of such associations cannot be considered public.

The emergence of public finances is closely related to the activities of public
authorities, which represent the state as a social institution and perform its functions.
This activity is carried out by various levels of government, from central to local, and
this determines the economic content of public finances.

The democratization of state institutions undoubtedly influenced the activities of
state structures, including financial institutions. As a result, authorities decided on the
appropriateness of serving the interests of society, which contributed to
transformational changes in the system of public administration and the emergence of
modern public finances.

It is the relations associated with the formation and use of finances to meet the
needs and interests of the people using the mechanism of transparency and openness

in the management of public funds that are the basis for the formation of public
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finances. This feature is a characteristic feature that allows us to distinguish them
from state finances.

Considering international practice and standards, transparency and openness are
a determining factor in public finances as a special type of modern, financial, and
social relations.

To better understand the essence of the concept of "public finances", it is
necessary to compare them with private ones. The latter have relatively different
functional affiliation, since they have different goals (Table 1). Thus, private finances
are built on the principles of profitability, oriented towards obtaining high profits,
income. At the same time, the goal of public finances is to meet general social needs
regarding the state's performance of its functions and the provision of state, social

services, and public goods to the population, rather than obtaining income.

In addition, the state, unlike private sector entities, where private finances are

formed, has a high degree of power. This gives it the opportunity to apply coercive
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mechanisms to tax business entities, seize property, and generate income and
expenditure. This pattern should be taken into account when resolving issues of the
structural construction of public finances and the separation of its individual
components.

In the modern interpretation according to the IMF methodology, the public
sector includes: the general government sector and the public corporations sector.

The IMF Government Finance Statistics Manual 2014 (Washington, D.C.:
International Monetary Fund, 2014) provides guidance on the identification of sectors
involved in transactions with financial assets and liabilities. They include the
following sectors: general government, non-financial corporations, financial
corporations, households, and non-profit institutions serving households. Each of

these sectors has significant financing characteristics (Figure 1).

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In modern economic literature, the term "public sector" is indicated and
translated from English as "state sector" or "public sector", which combines the total
financial, tangible and intangible assets that the state disposes of to perform its own
functions to ensure public interests.

As for the general government sector, as can be seen from the figure, this sector
unites all branches and levels of government whose task is to perform their functions
throughout the territory of the state, including: central, regional and local levels. It
does not include those corporations controlled by entities of state government.

In modern, established approaches to Public Finance Management (PFM), it is
generally accepted that public finances include the general government sector.
However, we share the views of those researchers who reasonably argue that public
finances should encompass the entire public sector.

The political system of a country, the degree of its democratization or,
conversely, the closedness of society, the manifestation and development of various
forms of dictatorial, totalitarian regimes, affect both the features and the scale of the
functioning of the public sector in the country and the development of the public
sector.

The lack of a clearly defined interpretation in the legislation of Ukraine, as well
as the understanding of the concept of "public finances" among scientists,
contradictory approaches to the essence, structure, components, assessment and
effectiveness of the mechanism for managing them, encourage deeper scientific
research.

The Law of Ukraine “On the Transparency of the Use of Public Funds” provides
an exhaustive list of elements of the public finance system [2]. The Law refers to the
concept of "public funds", private finances are outside the system of public finances,
which is logical to a certain extent. However, it is worth noting that the definition of
"public finances" is not enshrined in this or any other legislative or regulatory act of

Ukraine.
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Meanwhile, we proceed from the obvious inconsistency of the categories of
public "funds" and "finances." Since, in our opinion, the term "public finances" is
broader than "public funds."

The research conducted demonstrates a significant number of diverse, scientific
developments, constituent elements, and different approaches to defining the
structure and concept of "public finances".

A significant number of scholars emphasize that the main criterion for
distinguishing public finances, among other categories, is their affiliation with the
performance of state functions and the related financing of the activities of
government bodies throughout the hierarchy of public administration, from top to
bottom.

According to the results of the study, summarizing the work of scientists, we can
offer the following definition: public finance is a set of social and economic relations
related to the formation of a certain amount of finance, that is, income for the
performance of the functions of state management of the public sector, their
distribution (redistribution) at the central, regional and local levels, as well as the use
by entities of financial activity, control over the expenditure of state funds, local self-
government, state funds, funds of entities of state and municipal ownership, which
are aimed at satisfying all types of public interest and general social needs [3, p.121].

The state is a determining component of the formation and development of
public finances, with its functions, responsibility to society of government bodies at
various levels for the proper functioning of the public sector of the economy,
providing the population with necessary goods and services. The openness of state,
regional, local institutions, public reporting of representatives of government bodies
is the criterion that reflects the new ideology of financial management and indicates
the emergence of public, not state, finances.

In our opinion, in modern conditions, the process of formation of public finances
1s very slow. The reason for this is the high level of corruption, fraud, abuse, budget
violations, duplication of functions of state bodies, disorderly relations in the public

finance system. However, the challenges that the country faced in 2022 (due to the
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Russian invasion) and the need to implement reforms in the financial and budgetary
sphere in order to accelerate European integration processes force the authorities to
accelerate economic transformations and take adequate steps.

We consider it appropriate to focus on the priority areas of their optimization in
overcoming the difficulties of the public finance management system:

« full implementation of medium-term budget planning;

 implementation and wide application of the advantages of the program-target
budgeting method;

« strengthening control over the achievements of all participants in the budget
process of effective indicators when using budget appropriations;

 improving the quality of public services;

* rationalization of the system of benefits and social expenditures;

* increasing the level of business activity and creating appropriate conditions for
the development of entrepreneurship;

* reducing fiscal pressure on business entities;

» strengthening control over the completeness and honesty of income
declarations by entrepreneurs in order to reduce abuse and tax evasion;

 completing the decentralization reform;

 involving the public in making management decisions regarding revenue
generation, determining budget expenditure priorities and effective use of funds at all
levels of the budget;

* increasing transparency in the financial and budgetary system, including
regarding the movement of budget funds;

* to strengthen the dialogue between society and all authorities in order to
develop new, effective conceptual approaches to cooperation regarding the influence
of the public on the distribution (redistribution) and use of budget expenditures,
which will contribute to the development of public finances;

* to develop an effective mechanism for cooperation between the government,
business entities, the public and the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine to increase the

efficiency of the functioning of the public finance system in Ukraine.
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Each budget manager must ensure effective management and use of public
finances for the benefit of society. His personal efficiency and effectiveness will
contribute to achieving better performance indicators of socio-economic
development, strategic goals and priorities of budget programs, and implementation
of investment projects. Such an approach, in our opinion, will affect the image of the
budget institution and the entire public administration system. This will strengthen
citizens' trust in the state and its institutions.

The movement of public finances must necessarily be carried out through
separate accounts and a transparent management system, where public authorities are
characterized by openness in matters of public interest. This requires the state and its
structures to be willing to create conditions for transparency in such matters for
citizens, which is achieved as a result of an intensive information policy that gives
controlling bodies and the media the opportunity to accurately and objectively cover

public finance issues.
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Abstract. The paper examines the transformation of bank customer relationship
management under the influence of financial technologies and digital state
institutions. It argues that open banking, digital identification, and consent-based data
exchange reshape customer interaction models. The study shows that digital state
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Note: In this study, the terms “customer” and “client” are used
interchangeably; however, preference is given to ‘“customer” in line with CRM
terminology.

The transformation of customer relationship management (CRM) in banking is
driven by two parallel processes: the rapid development of financial technologies and
the institutionalization of digital state infrastructure. In Ukraine, this transformation

accelerated in 2025 with the implementation of open banking and the expansion of
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digital identification systems such as BankID (National Bank of Ukraine, 2025;
National Bank of Ukraine, 2026).

Open banking enables secure API-based data exchange with user consent,
shifting competition from individual financial products toward digital service quality,
speed, and integration into broader ecosystems (Bank for International Settlements,
2026). At the same time, digital state services such as Diia provide verified identity
and document sharing, significantly simplifying onboarding procedures and reducing
transaction costs (Ministry of Digital Transformation of Ukraine, 2025).

As a result, digital state institutions increasingly act as co-producers of the
customer journey. Customer interaction begins with a verified digital identity rather
than direct bank contact, leading to a more seamless and continuous service model
(National Bank of Ukraine, 2026).

This transformation changes the CRM framework from “product—transaction”
logic to a lifecycle-based model grounded in identity, events, and personalized
service. Banks must manage the entire digital interaction cycle, including onboarding,
communication, service delivery, and customer retention.

Trust becomes the key factor in digital CRM. Customers expect transparency in
data usage, secure processing, and control over consent. Therefore, CRM systems
must incorporate privacy-by-design principles and robust consent management
mechanisms (European Central Bank, 2024, International Monetary Fund, 2025).

However, this transformation introduces new risks, including increased
dependency on third-party providers, challenges in data governance, and the potential
loss of direct customer relationships. Without proper regulatory frameworks and
standardization, digital ecosystems may lead to fragmented customer experiences and
reduced trust (Basel Committee on Banking Supervision, 2024; Bank for
International Settlements, 2026).

To address these challenges, banks should develop integrated identity and
consent management systems, adopt privacy-focused digital architectures, and
evaluate CRM effectiveness through digital performance indicators such as

onboarding time, conversion rates, retention levels, and customer satisfaction metrics.
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Regulators, in turn, should strengthen API standards, ensure interoperability, and
enhance oversight of third-party risks (National Bank of Ukraine, 2025; International
Monetary Fund, 2025).

Thus, CRM transformation reflects a shift toward a trust-based digital model
that integrates financial technologies, digital identity, and data exchange mechanisms.
In Ukraine, this process is reinforced by the interaction between banking institutions
and digital state infrastructure, which increasingly becomes a core element of
customer experience (Bank for International Settlements, 2026, International

Monetary Fund, 2025).

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POLYFUNCTIONAL GOVERNANCE OF AQUATIC BIORESOURCES AND
ENVIRONMENTAL POLICY IN AQUACULTURE UNDER EUROPEAN
INTEGRATION

Abstract. In the context of the ongoing transformation of Ukraine’s fisheries
and aquaculture sector, the adaptation of European integration solutions and the
development of an effective synergistic governance model are particularly relevant.
This scientific article presents the results of an assessment of the effectiveness of
each component of this model—environmental, economic, and administrative. The
study finds that the dominant determinant is the alignment of interests among the
state, business, the research community, and local communities. Ukraine’s fisheries
and aquaculture sector plays a leading role in ensuring national food security. It is
substantiated that environmental balance and economic resilience depend on state
decisions, procedural transparency, and the capacity of institutions to coordinate the
protection, restoration (reproduction), and sustainable use of aquatic biological

resources. The findings underscore the importance of developing legislative-level
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adaptive solutions, supported by appropriate scientific justification for shaping the
governance model. It is demonstrated that, taken together, environmental, economic,
and administrative instruments can significantly strengthen the roles of the state,
stakeholders, and researchers in the context of the post-war recovery of Ukraine’s
fisheries and aquaculture sector. The increasing role of international financial
institutions and donor programmes is shown to be a key driver of internationalisation.
It is argued that developing a polyfunctional approach enables a transition to modern
European models for sectoral modernisation and supports Ukraine’s successful
European integration. The research confirms that a strategic requirement of
contemporary environmental policy is the implementation of EU law provisions, in
particular the principles of the Water Framework Directive and the EU Biodiversity
Strategy. The results also demonstrate the relevance of embedding the notions of
“transparency and ethical lobbying” within the meaning of optimisation measures,
and highlight their role in shaping fisheries policy in Ukraine during the post-war
recovery period.

1. INTRODUCTION

Current conditions indicate that the present stage of aquaculture development in
Ukraine is shaped by a combination of systemic crises, including force majeure
factors such as ongoing military hostilities. For professionals and researchers,
developing strategies and evidence-based approaches for sectoral recovery has
become a matter of strategic importance. Based on the experience of practitioners and
scholars, recovery efforts are more likely to be effective if they rely on European
environmental and governance standards.

Researchers emphasize the importance of defining regulatory priorities when
transitioning from “classical” intervention instruments to more adaptive and
innovative mechanisms of public regulation under transformational conditions

(Fesenko, 2013). In particular, Fesenko (2013) discusses potential pathways for
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Ukraine’s integration into the EU Common Fisheries Policy (CFP), the influence of
EU institutions, and the structure of stakeholders and risks associated with such
integration. The institutional dimension of governance is also addressed in studies on
public regulation of fisheries development in Ukraine (Konovalov, 2023).

Given the dynamic evolution of global trends and regulatory requirements
across sectors, special attention should be paid to the value of innovative concepts,
the development of multidimensional models, and theoretical approaches. Taken
together, these elements contribute to strengthening the effectiveness and coherence
of interactions between public institutions, economic systems, and the aquaculture
sector (Vdovenko, 2012).

Thus, a polyfunctional (multifunctional) management model can be considered
an integrated instrument that operates in synergy with environmental, economic, and
administrative mechanisms, with the overarching aim of ensuring sustainable
development in aquaculture. Particular significance is attached to aligning state
environmental policy with the needs of post-war recovery and Ukraine’s EU
integration trajectory. In view of these arguments, the purpose of this study is a
comprehensive analytical review of contemporary scientific approaches to aquatic
resource governance, substantiating the feasibility of applying a polyfunctional model
for aquaculture environmental policy in Ukraine, informed by European experience
(European Commission, n.d.; European Parliament & Council, 2000).

2. MATERIAL AND METHODS

2.1. Collection and preparation

The study followed general academic recommendations for working with
scholarly literature. The research design relied on critical analysis and a comparative
method. In addition, the analysis was informed by reliable data and conceptual
documents produced by leading international and European institutions relevant to
fisheries, aquaculture, and water policy (FAO, 2024; United Nations Environment
Programme [UNEP], 2015). EU legal provisions were considered, primarily the

Water Framework Directive, which establishes a framework for water policy and
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supports integrated river basin management approaches (European Parliament &
Council, 2000).

3. RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

Scientific publications and practical studies over recent decades have
increasingly treated aquatic bioresources management as an interdisciplinary
category encompassing legal regulation, economics, public administration, ecology,
and aquaculture as part of the broader agrarian sector. In international practice,
emphasis 1s increasingly placed on an ecosystem-based approach that seeks to
balance resource use and biodiversity conservation within a legally regulated
governance framework (European Parliament & Council, 2000; UNEP, 2015).

By contrast, Ukrainian research has traditionally been dominated by a sector-
specific approach focused on production indicators and regulatory procedures.
Nevertheless, recent work demonstrates a growing recognition of the need to shift
toward integrated governance models capable of ensuring long-term ecological and
economic resilience. In this context, a polyfunctional management model for aquatic

bioresources integrates key functional components and is presented schematically in

Figure 1.

Polyfunctional management model for aquatic bioresources within a

theoretical and methodological framework.
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An analysis of available scientific and applied literature confirms that

integrating these functions creates preconditions for post-war recovery of aquaculture

in Ukraine. Comparative analysis suggests that a critical difference between

governance approaches lies in the extent to which environmental objectives are

integrated into decision-making and implementation. European practice demonstrates

the effectiveness of multifunctional models that may be adapted to Ukrainian realities

(European Commission, n.d.). Therefore, a comparative perspective between

European approaches and Ukrainian frameworks is particularly relevant (Table 1).

The review of Ukrainian and international scholarship highlights several

concepts that increasingly dominate strategic development programmes. First, many

experts emphasize that environmental considerations should be foundational for
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aquaculture policy. At the same time, without economic instruments and incentives,
environmental requirements risk remaining declarative.

European scholarship also shows a tendency toward decentralization of
governance while strengthening the coordinating role of the state. For Ukraine, a
phased decentralization with a clear distribution of powers is especially relevant in
the post-war period. These insights reinforce the role of science in shaping
governance decisions. In Ukraine, scientific justification for aquaculture policy
should be institutionally secured through advisory mechanisms and evidence-based
policy processes. At the same time, the growing role of international financial
institutions and donor programmes is notable, as they often act as catalysts for
implementing European governance and environmental standards and can support
sectoral development, including within the legal and regulatory domain.

As an instrument of post-war recovery, the polyfunctional model should be
considered when approving development programmes and strategic plans. Post-war
recovery of the fisheries and aquaculture sector in Ukraine will require not only
infrastructure rebuilding but also a reassessment of governance approaches. A
polyfunctional model enables the integration of ecological rehabilitation objectives
for water bodies with territorial economic development goals. Key elements of such a
model may include:

-implementation of the principles of the EU Water Framework Directive;

-development of transparent regulatory procedures;

-institutional support for partnerships between the state, business, and science;

-introduction of principles of lobbying transparency and ethics in policy
formation.

In the post-war period, these elements can help strengthen investor and public
trust in state policy in the aquaculture domain.

CONCLUSIONS

Based on the comprehensive analytical review, the study substantiates the
effectiveness of a polyfunctional management model for aquatic bioresources as an

instrument for shaping modern environmental policy in Ukrainian aquaculture. Its
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implementation can create enabling conditions for sustainable sectoral development,
improved food security, and successful EU integration.

The analysis confirms that combining environmental, economic, and
administrative instruments can form a synergistic framework that strengthens the role
of the state and stakeholders in post-war recovery processes. Further research should
focus on developing applied mechanisms for implementing the polyfunctional model
at national and regional levels, including governance procedures, monitoring

indicators, and institutional arrangements aligned with EU standards.
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COMPARISON OF THE EFFICIENCY OF SENSIBLE AND LATENT
THERMAL ENERGY STORAGE SYSTEMS IN GREENHOUSES

Thermal energy storage (TES) is a key approach to improving the energy
efficiency of systems utilizing renewable energy sources [1]. Of particular interest is
the storage of low-grade thermal energy in greenhouse complexes, which allows for
the reduction of diurnal air temperature fluctuations and decreases energy
consumption for heating [1, 2]. The most widely used approaches include sensible
heat storage systems, where energy is accumulated through a change in the
temperature of a material, and latent heat storage systems, which employ phase

change materials (PCMs) to store energy during phase transitions [3, 4].
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The aim of this study is to investigate the operational characteristics of low-
grade thermal energy storage systems based on a packed bed of crushed stone and a
modified paraffin T3 PCM under greenhouse conditions.

An experimental setup was developed in the form of a model greenhouse
constructed from acrylic glass. The system incorporated two types of thermal storage
elements: a vertical heat exchange channel filled with a dense packed bed of crushed
stone, and polymer tubes filled with modified paraffin T3. In the crushed stone
system, water served as the heat transfer fluid. During daytime, it was heated by solar
radiation in pipes located beneath the greenhouse roof and subsequently supplied to
the upper section of the heat exchange channel. To reduce the melting temperature of
the paraffin, petroleum jelly oil and glycerin were added, resulting in a phase
transition temperature in the range of 34-35.5 °C, which is well suited for greenhouse
thermal regulation.

During the experiments, the following parameters were continuously monitored:
water temperature in the circulation loop, temperature distribution of the crushed
stone along the height of the channel, paraffin temperature, air temperature inside the
greenhouse and in the ambient environment, as well as solar irradiance. Data
acquisition was performed using an automated system based on Arduino Mega 2560
R3, ESP32, and Raspberry Pi 5, with a sampling interval of 10 seconds, ensuring
high temporal resolution of the measurements.

The results demonstrated that the air temperature inside the greenhouse model
strongly depends on solar radiation intensity, reaching 42-45 °C during daytime,
while the ambient temperature did not exceed 24 °C. It was found that heat exchange
between water and the packed bed of crushed stone is sufficiently intensive, with an
average interfacial heat transfer coefficient of a = 80 W/(m?-K), which significantly
exceeds typical values observed in air-based heat transfer systems.

Thermal calculations showed that the specific heat storage capacity of the
crushed stone ranged from 18.4 to 22.8 kJ/kg. In contrast, the modified paraffin
exhibited a much higher storage capacity of up to 171.2 kJ/kg under similar

conditions, which is approximately 7.5-9.3 times greater than that of the crushed
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stone. Furthermore, the mass of paraffin required was 23.6 times lower than that of
the crushed stone, highlighting the superior energy density of latent heat storage
systems.

Analysis of the experimental temperature curves revealed that the temperature
variation of water and crushed stone can be satisfactorily approximated by a
GaussAmp-type function, whereas the temperature evolution of greenhouse air and
paraffin is better described by a cubic function. The agreement between the
mathematical model and experimental data for greenhouse air temperature reached
98.8%, indicating high model accuracy and reliability.

Thus, the latent heat storage system based on modified paraffin T3 demonstrates
significantly higher efficiency in terms of specific heat storage capacity. However, the
sensible heat storage system using a vertical packed bed of crushed stone offers
advantages in terms of structural simplicity, lower cost, and ease of integration into
existing greenhouse infrastructures without substantial reconstruction. Therefore, the
final selection of a thermal energy storage system should be based on a
comprehensive assessment of energy efficiency, material costs, system complexity,

and integration feasibility within a given greenhouse application.

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DEVELOPMENT OF STATISTICAL CALCULATION METHODS FOR THE
DIFFUSION AND DENSITY PARAMETERS OF HYDROGEN IN HIGH-
ENTROPY ALLOYS

Abstract. Statements of the Problem: High entropy alloys (HEA’s) have been
the subject of intense study in recent years, due to the practical interest in it using for
transporting and storage of hydrogen. Modern approaches based on first-principles
calculations can provide an accurate description of diffusion parameters in metal—
hydrogen (Me—H) systems. However, there is currently no systematic study or
established methodology for calculating hydrogen parameters in high-entropy alloys.
The purpose of this study is to develop a method for calculating hydrogen parameters
in high-entropy alloys. Methodology & Theoretical Orientation: In the developed
statistical computational model (SCM) the coefficient of hydrogen diffusion in metals

has been calculated from first principle of statistical physics [1]. The activation
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energy of hydrogen diffusion in metals was determined by correlation with the
melting point of these metals [2]. Calculations of H parameters in high entropy alloys
(HEA’s), have been estimated with the linear formula. Findings: The obtained data on
hydrogen diffusion in Fe, Ti, Mo, V, Nb and W, Ni and Zr alloys are in very good
agreement with experimental data. It has been found that Ta and W to increase the
density of high entropy alloys and volumetric density of hydrogen in these alloys and
are the perspective elements of HEA’s. High-entropy tungsten alloy can have the
lowest calculated coefficient of H diffusion. Conclusion & Significance: The SCM
model allows to predict the values of hydrogen parameters for HEA’s. Further
development of the statistical computational methods made it possible to calculate the
change in activity and diffusion coefficient of hydrogen depending on concentration.

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Abstract. In classical linear algebra the machine of matrices is widely used. But
the classic linear algebra deals with continuous objects. Logical algebra, built by
analogy with the classical linear algebra, builds the same models using discrete
objects that have logical structure and obey the relevant laws. This leads to a
significant difference in the functioning of the constructed models. This article is
devoted to matrices, as elements for which the elementary logical elements are taken,
namely the finite predicates of any quality of variables. In the work investigated the
properties of such matrices and features of their application. Basic operations on such
matrices are also considered. Besides the usual operations that take place in classical
linear algebra, logical structures allow to perform this several operations.
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One of the most important algebraic models is the apparatus of matrices. There
are two types of logical matrices: Boolean and predicate. A logical matrix is called a
Boolean matrix if its elements are logical scalars from the field G={0,1} [1]. That is,
the elements of the Boolean matrix are zeros and ones. In turn, a logical matrix is
called predicate if all its elements are taken from the same field of finite predicates of
arbitrary arity.

Any function =f(x4, x5, ..., x,) of n letter arguments x;, x5, ..., X, given on the
set 4, which accepts logical the value of £. Sometimes the finite predicate f'is called -
element, emphasizing that its alphabet 4 consists of & letters [2].

If the matrix is Boolean, all existing operations with it, described in [2], do not
cause difficulties and misunderstandings. But if the matrix is a predicate, then
operations with it are not always obvious and require additional research.

The elements of predicate scalar fields, depending on the arity of the predicate,

can be presented as follows graphical models:

Thus, each element of the predicate logical matrix can be presented in the form
of a hypercube of dimension n [3]. For example, in pic. 1c) considered the case of the
triple-place predicate R(x, y, z), which is given over the alphabet G={0,1} with i=2
letters. At the same time, each vertex of the hypercube corresponds to the value of the
predicate at certain values of the arguments x, y, and z, which formed this vertex. The

role of the unit element of the scalar field is played by the predicate, which is equal to
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one for all values of its arguments. Accordingly, the role of the null element is played
by the predicate, which for all values of its arguments is equal to zero. Graphically, a
unit element is represented by a hypercube with all vertices corresponding to ones,
and a zero element by a hypercube with all vertices corresponding to zeros.
According to the definition of predicate operations [4, 5], all operations on such
elements of the field of logical scalars are performed bit by bit.

The bit means the value of the considered predicate with one of the possible sets
of arguments. Thus, binary operations (disjunction and conjunction) assume that their
result will be an element, each bit of which corresponds to the value of the performed
binary operation on the same-named bits of the predicates involved in the operation.
The same-named bits mean the values of these predicates from the same sets of
arguments. The operation of inversion is also carried out bit by bit. These operations

will be calculated according to the following rules:

It follows from the given formulas, pictures and definitions that the specified
operations can be performed only with matrices whose elements are finite predicates
of the same arity.

As an example of the field of logical scalars, let's take the set of single-place

predicates P;(x), i=0, 1, 2, 3, where xe {0,1}. This set is given by table 1.

Thus, the disjunction of two logical matrices over a predicate scalar field, having
respectively an equal number of rows and columns, is a matrix that has the same
number of rows and columns, and whose elements are equal to the disjunctions of the
corresponding elements of the matrices being added. In turn, the conjunction of two
matrices over a predicate scalar field, having, respectively, an equal number of
columns and rows, is a logical matrix over this field that has the same number of
rows and columns, and whose elements are equal to the conjunctions of the
corresponding elements of the matrices participating in the operation. And finally, the
inversion of a matrix defined over a predicate scalar field is a matrix whose elements
are equal to the inversions of the corresponding elements of the original matrix [2].
The operation of the multiplication of predicate matrices is performed according to
the rule common to all logical matrices. The corresponding necessary operations on
their elements are calculated according to formulas (1) and (2).

Conclusions. Thus, the predicate model of logical matrices generalizes the
Boolean model considered in [1, 2]. Each operation on predicate matrices consists of
2™ operations on Boolean matrices by the number of bits in the corresponding
elements of the predicate scalar field. Thus, predicate logic matrices can be
considered as three-dimensional Boolean matrices, where the third dimension will
correspond to the bits of the used predicates. Accordingly, the number of ordered
"layers" in the third dimension will be 2™. In turn, Boolean matrices can be
considered as a special case of predicate matrices, in which the arity of the applied

predicates is zero. Under this condition, 2"=20=1, that is, the third dimension will
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consist of only one layer. Thus, it is also possible to apply to predicate matrices the
apparatus that is considered inherent to Boolean matrices, in particular, the apparatus

of binary predicates [6].

THEORETICAL AND COGNITIVE DIMENSIONS OF MILITARY
INTERPRETING

Abstract. The cognitive and communicative challenges inherent in military
interpreting are examined in this text as a specialized domain of translation activity.
Drawing on theoretical frameworks from translation studies, cognitive psychology,
and critical discourse analysis, the study conceptualizes military interpreting as a
high-stakes practice shaped by extreme conditions of time pressure, cognitive load,
and institutional constraint. Particular attention is paid to the applicability of Effort
Model in explaining performance limitations under operational conditions, as well as
to the role of stress as a factor that exacerbates cognitive overload and increases the
likelihood of omissions, inaccuracies, and delays.
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The act of translation is never politically or cognitively neutral, yet this truism
acquires particular urgency in military settings. Whether an interpreter is facilitating a
battlefield interrogation, mediating between a commanding officer and local

community leaders, or rendering technical instructions for multinational coalition
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forces, the stakes attached to each lexical decision are of a qualitatively different
order than those encountered in commercial or literary translation. Errors are not
merely embarrassing; they can be operationally catastrophic, diplomatically injurious,
or personally lethal.

The academic study of military translation has grown considerably since the
conflicts in Afghanistan and Iraq brought interpreters into unprecedented public and
scholarly visibility, yet the field remains undertheorized relative to its practical
importance. Researchers such as Moira Inghilleri have pointed to the ways in which
translation in conflict zones challenges foundational assumptions in translation
studies about the role and autonomy of the translator [6]. Meanwhile, such cognitive
scientists and psycholinguists as Daniel Gile, Sara Smith et al. have begun to examine
how performance deteriorates under conditions of stress and time pressure, conditions
that define rather than merely accompany the military interpreter's working
environment [4; 7].

Any attempt to understand the difficulties specific to military translation must
begin with an account of the cognitive resources that interpretation demands under
normal conditions, before stress compounds them. Simultaneous interpretation — the
mode most commonly required in time-sensitive military briefings and multinational
command structures — requires the interpreter to listen, comprehend, retain, translate,
and articulate in the target language, often within seconds and across language pairs
that may share little structural alignment. Daniel Gile’s foundational Effort Model
describes simultaneous interpretation as a system in which listening and analysis,
short-term memory operations, and production compete for cognitive resources that
are limited and non-replenishable in the short term. When total effort demands
exceed available capacity, performance degradation occurs in one or more
components, typically manifesting as omissions, inaccuracies, or delays [3].

In military contexts, this model’s predictions are particularly sobering. The
baseline cognitive load of military communication is already elevated: messages tend
to be dense, acronym-laden, and structured according to non-canonical discourse

patterns that must be learned and internalized through exposure. Studies by Adelina
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Hild examining the cognitive demands of conference interpreting have found that
technical density significantly increases processing time and memory load, and
military communication represents one of the most technically saturated domains that
interpreters encounter. When this baseline load is compounded by the physiological
effects of stress — discussed in a later section — the interpreter operates in conditions
that are, from a cognitive standpoint, genuinely extreme [5].

Consecutive interpretation, which involves listening to extended stretches of
speech before rendering them in the target language with the assistance of notes,
offers a somewhat different cognitive profile. The separation between input and
output phases reduces some of the simultaneous load, but it places premium demands
on working memory and the quality of note-taking systems. Mona Baker has argued
that in field settings, where note-taking may be physically impractical and where
speakers frequently lack the discourse discipline of trained conference participants,
consecutive interpretation in military contexts may in practice impose demands
comparable to or exceeding those of formal simultaneous work [1].

Military discourse constitutes a semi-autonomous language system with its own
lexical register, syntactic conventions, and pragmatic norms. Understanding this
system is not merely a matter of memorizing acronyms and technical terms, though
the terminological dimension is itself formidable. It requires familiarity with the
speech acts, interactional hierarchies, and implicit presuppositions that govern
communication within military institutions. Norman Fairclough has argued that
institutional discourses encode power relations and organizational values in their very
linguistic structures; in the military domain, this encoding is unusually explicit, with
rank, command authority, and procedural protocol shaping every communicative
exchange [2].

For the translator, this means that rendering the surface meaning of a military
utterance is often insufficient. An order framed as a question, a concession encoded
as a non-negotiable constraint, or a threat communicated through bureaucratic
indirection: these pragmatic realities require the interpreter to possess not merely

bilingual competence but bicultural literacy of a specialized kind. Translation is

116



always a form of cultural representation, and in military contexts this representational
function is freighted with consequences that extend well beyond the linguistic. A
mistranslation of intent — rendering a conditional suggestion as an absolute command,
for instance — can alter the strategic calculus of a negotiation or operational briefing.

The terminological challenge is no less significant. Military communication is
saturated with acronyms, technical nomenclature drawn from weapons systems,
tactical doctrines, legal instruments such as the Geneva Conventions and Rules of
Engagement, and organizational structures that differ across national forces. These
terms frequently lack straightforward equivalents in other languages and cultures.
Marry Snell-Hornby has noted that specialist translation in general requires the
translator to function as a domain expert as well as a linguist; in the military domain,
this dual expertise is demanded under conditions where there is no time for
consultation and where errors carry operational weight. Translators working with
coalition forces in Afghanistan, for example, were routinely required to render terms
from NATO’s operational vocabulary into Dari or Pashto, languages that had no pre-
existing terminological infrastructure for concepts derived from Western military
doctrine [8].

While the present analysis has focused on the theoretical and cognitive
foundations of military interpreting, several limitations must be acknowledged. The
discussion has remained primarily conceptual, with limited engagement with
empirical data, real-world discourse samples, and interpreter testimonies.
Furthermore, the role of stress, although identified as central, has not been examined
in sufficient neurocognitive and operational detail. These limitations point to the need
for a more practice-oriented investigation of military interpreting as it unfolds in real

communicative environments, which will form the focus of the subsequent study.

And on February 24, 2022, Moscow
launched a full-scale armed aggression against Ukraine, hoping for its quick capture
and destruction as an independent state. However, our state gave a worthy rebuff,
destroyed the dreams of the conqueror, and continues to defend its own independence
and the right to develop an original nation. Ukraine is rich in glorious patriots,
indomitable defenders, courageous warriors who hold the defense and drive uninvited
enemies from their land. Our people have unique mental characteristics, a deep
spiritual foundation and a core thousand-year history with glorious champions and
apologists of our national identity.

One of the researchers of Ukrainian national identity was Vyacheslav Lypynsky
- a significant figure in Ukrainian politics and science, known as a historian,
historiographer , sociologist, public and political figure, researcher

History of Ukraine and the generator of the Ukrainian national idea. The
scientist assigned a special role to the state as the main criterion for preserving the
health of the nation and its development and a significant factor in observing
universal human forms of social existence, which is of particular relevance in today's
times of struggle against the aggressor.

The public and political activities and individual ideological and political views
of Vyacheslav Lypynsky were studied by Ukrainian and foreign scholars, including V.
Shevchuk, D. Vedeneev, M. Gorelov, S. Grab, M. Derzhaliuk, V. Isayev, V. Rychka, I.
Lysyak -Rudnytskyi, I. Perederiy, Polikovsky, Yu. Rymarenko, O. Samoilenko, V.
Smoliy, I. Tukalenko, M. Chyzhevskyi, etc. However, the issue of revealing the
essence of the state and its determining role in the self-actualization and self-
affirmation of the nation, according to the researcher, still needs to be considered.

Vyacheslav Lypynsky considered the struggle for state sovereignty to be the
most important starting point of his political program. All his views were directed
towards the development of a Ukrainian national state, where the essence of state
formation is the idea of nation-building. The politician endowed the Ukrainian

national idea with a special driving force, which encourages the destruction of slavish
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consciousness and the desire to serve foreign state organizations, and determines the
creation of one's own national state. He believed that «the national idea can only
revive the Ukrainian ethnographic mass when it is together with the idea of the
sovereignty of the Ukrainian people, when it calls for complete national liberation»
[8, p. 856].

Researchers consider Vyacheslav Lypynskyi to be the founder of the state
direction in Ukrainian political and legal science, who built «his original concept of
Ukrainian statehood» [7, p. 394]. The process of statehood formation is of great value
for the people, which contributes to the consolidation of society, the grouping of
various national communities and the weakening of national conflicts. The process of
state formation has a positive impact on the political coexistence of people, reconciles
the personal «ambitions» of certain social strata, and awakens public and state-
building interests. It also activates the feeling of patriotism, because being a patriot
means loving your land, your fellow citizens and wanting the best for your state [6].

The essence of patriotism, according to Lypynsky, is love for one’s land and for
all its inhabitants without exception. «To be a patriot means the desire to create a state
and political coexistence of people living on Ukrainian land, to cultivate in oneself
public, political, and state-building qualities...» [8, p. 857].

The historian often uses the concept of «land», which denotes the territory, as
the main and constructive element of the existence of a nation, not only in the spatial,
but also in the topographical, geological and economic dimensions. A tangible
attachment to the native land strengthens national consciousness. The scientist uses
the concept of «territorial nation», which is based on «a feeling of territorial
patriotism». This gives an unusual definition of a Ukrainian as a person who is
organically connected with Ukraine by the place of work and residence. This
connection creates a specific psychology and allows one to feel the «law of the land»
[1, p. 4].

Modern researchers of V. Lypynsky's heritage M. Polikovsky and S. Grab
highlight his idea of political integration (unification) as a means of creating an

independent national state. For him, a nation is all citizens, regardless of ethnic
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origin. Unity is the main condition for creating Ukrainian statehood: both regional,
religious, and political, and this will contribute to national unity. The thinker also uses
the term «civilization» when talking about humanity in general. Civilization develops
progressively, transforming nature and influencing it, which is associated with
overcoming human laziness. All humanity, according to the historian, consists of
organisms, and these organisms are nations, which he considers as peculiar «living
organisms» [7, p. 394].

The thinker outlined the path and means of Ukraine's state independence, while
developing an original concept of a nation-state. He emphasizes the need to create a
Ukrainian political nation. In particular, the historian notes that «having a separate
language, a unique culture, living collectively on a certain territory does not mean
being a nation; only that community that has a state becomes a nation. After all, a
nation is «the realization of the desire to be a nation», and not an ordinary
ethnological mass» [8, p. 857 ] . As researchers note, a nation is «a community or
group of people who are united semiotically, a set of people who share a certain
semiotic system. They are united by the understanding and use of common signs and
symbols» (Motyl O.) [5, p. 567].

The small encyclopedia of ethno-political studies presents the concept of
«nation-state», which is considered as «the main subject of interethnic and foreign
policy relations. The final stage of the development of an ethnic community, the
highest goal that it strives for in the process of its politicization» (Motyl O.) [4, p.
567].

«A nation i1s an organized social life, where an active minority organizes a
passive, «lazy» majority. V. Lypynskyi pays great attention to this «active minority»
[7, p. 394]. He calls this active minority the elite, «these are the best, most energetic
and most skilled «aristocrats of the spirity — people who are characterized by a certain
«idealism» [7, p. 394].

A special mission in the development of the nation, according to V. Lypynsky, 1s
assigned to the leading stratum of society — the elite, which he considered the

aristocracy. According to the historian, these are the best representatives of the nation,
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who at a certain moment become its «organizers, rulers and leaders» [1, p. 2-4]. The
aristocracy determines the fate of the nation, its task is to consolidate society, set an
example of internal political unity, promote national self-awareness and self-
affirmation of the Ukrainian community [2]. The thinker saw his task in actively
influencing the leading Ukrainian stratum, promoting the solution of social problems
by changing the way of thinking. «... I wanted to give an active, dynamic way of
thinking: what and how we, Ukrainians, must do to have, to realize Ukraine» [3, p. 5]

Researchers today also recognize the crucial role of the elite in creating a nation.
The elite are people «who consider themselves to some extent members of a
particular nation who consciously and persistently take up the work, starting to create
a nation» [5, p. 567]. In turn, the elite is divided into various subgroups: the
intelligentsia, religious castes and the state elite. At the same time, it is noted that «to
create a nation, it is precisely the state elite that is needed, which has large resources,
dispositions, apparatus, claims to rule over a certain territory, etc.» [5, p. 567]. «...It
1s not the people who seek the state, but the elite, which for its own purposes
mobilizes the people to create a state, identifying its goal with the goal of the people.
This may be material interest, political ambitions. Mobilizing the people, the elite
creates a state and creates a nation» [5, p. 567].

So, according to V. Lypynskyi, the state unites all inhabitants of the territory into
an organic whole, which creates a collective consciousness generated by common life
and common interests, and also forms an acute need for self-expression in the form of
one's own nation. The thinker believes that a nation can realize itself and express
itself only in the form of a state. An important role in nation-building is played by the
elite - the leading stratum, which must lead the people and take care of the
progressive development of the country. Such beliefs of the scientist are extremely
important today, when there is a threat of the destruction of our state and the
destruction of national self-identity, and will also be necessary in the post-war period
for the self-actualization of our nation and the reconstruction and strengthening of

Ukraine.

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DIGITAL TRANSFORMATION OF BLENDED LEARNING: INTEGRATION
STRATEGIES AND EDUCATIONAL CHALLENGES

Abstract. The paper analyzes the transformation of the educational environment
through blended learning models based on the experience of teaching computer
disciplines under martial law in Ukraine (2022-2026). The effectiveness of the
Moodle system and interactive online resources (Canva, Genially) is investigated.
Key technical and cognitive challenges are identified, and a 15-20% increase in
student academic performance due to digitalization is confirmed.

Keywords: blended learning, computer disciplines, ICT integration, Moodle

platform, interactive online resources, IT education.

This research analyzes the transformation of the educational environment
through blended learning models, drawing on four years of experience (2022-2026)
in teaching computer disciplines under martial law in Ukraine. The study
substantiates that the integration of information and communication technologies
(ICT) in technical education is not merely an auxiliary tool but a critical condition for

adapting the educational process to security challenges and the needs of students.
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The research methodology is based on an empirical analysis of 3 student groups
(one group per year, starting from 2023), with a total of 50 participants. The study
examines the effectiveness of the Moodle learning management system for the
structural organization of courses and the strategic use of interactive online resources
for project activities. Particular attention is paid to the role of visualization tools
(Canva, Genially) in preparing technical documentation and presenting student work
results.

Experience with Canva and Genially has shown that these services help students
better format complex technical data into clear diagrams and infographics. Instead of
conventional text reports, students began creating interactive presentations. This not
only increased their interest in learning but also transformed the defense of projects
into an engaging discussion, where everyone could visually demonstrate their results
using modern digital tools.

Results obtained during the 2022-2026 period demonstrate positive dynamics in
academic performance. In particular, the implementation of interactive online
resources and real-time feedback mechanisms allowed for a 15-20% increase in the
timely completion of laboratory work compared to traditional methods. Survey data
indicates that 85% of students identified Moodle as the most effective tool for
asynchronous interaction.

Despite positive developments, a number of critical challenges were identified:
technical instability (power outages and connectivity issues), cognitive overload due
to an excess of digital communication channels, the difficulty of maintaining team
dynamics in a remote format, and the need for a high level of student self-
organization. To reduce stress and student workload, flexible submission schedules
were introduced. The primary focus shifted to the accessibility of materials: all
lectures and assignments were duplicated to allow for downloading and offline study.
This approach made it possible to maintain the pace of learning under difficult
conditions, providing students with the necessary support and a stable working

rhythm.
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The work concludes that the success of blended IT education in crisis conditions
depends on a flexible balance between technical infrastructure and the adaptive

digital pedagogical culture of the instructor.
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EMBODIED LEARNING IN EFL: A MULTIDIMENSIONAL
CLASSIFICATION AND PEDAGOGICAL APPLICATIONS IN THE
DIGITAL AGE

Abstract. In the context of digital transformation, embodied learning has
become a significant approach in English as a Foreign Language (EFL) teaching. It
emphasizes the role of the body, movement, and sensory interaction in cognition and
meaning-making (Jusslin et al., 2022), while emerging technologies such as AR/VR
further expand its pedagogical potential (Jung, Lee, & Liu, 2025).

This paper proposes a three-dimensional classification of embodied learning
based on the level of bodily engagement, modal composition, and social form. It
distinguishes passive and active embodiment, identifies kinaesthetic, multisensory,
and technology-enhanced modalities, and highlights individual and collaborative
practices.

The findings demonstrate that embodied learning enhances engagement,
retention, and communicative competence, offering a structured framework for
designing interactive and learner-centered EFL environments.

Embodied learning has gained increasing attention in contemporary foreign

language pedagogy as a response to the limitations of traditional, cognitively
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dominated instructional models. Within modern EFL contexts, it is particularly
relevant due to the growing need to make language learning more meaningful,
contextualized, and experientially grounded. In contrast to approaches that treat
language as an abstract system of rules and forms, embodied learning emphasizes the
integration of bodily experience, perception, and action in the construction of
meaning.

Embodied learning is grounded in the principles of embodied cognition, which
posit that cognitive processes are deeply rooted in bodily interaction with the
environment. Learning, therefore, emerges not only from mental activity but also
from sensorimotor experiences, spatial awareness, and physical engagement. In this
sense, embodied learning can be defined as an educational approach in which
knowledge acquisition is facilitated through active bodily involvement, multimodal
perception, and interaction with the surrounding environment, enabling learners to
construct meaning through lived experience rather than abstract representation
(Shkola et al., 2025).

In the context of foreign language education, this perspective challenges
traditional, purely cognitive approaches and emphasizes the integration of movement,
perception, and action in meaning-making processes. Shkola et al. (2025) further
argue that embodied learning in EFL is inherently multimodal and visually oriented,
as it engages learners through gesture, space, visual cues, and digital interaction,
thereby enriching linguistic input and output.

Recent studies highlight that bodily engagement enhances memory retention,
comprehension, and learner motivation by creating multimodal neural connections
(Jusslin et al., 2022). This is particularly relevant for EFL learners, who often struggle
with abstract linguistic forms detached from real-life contexts. Embodied approaches
enable learners to “experience” language through action, thus bridging the gap
between form and meaning.

Moreover, the rapid development of digital technologies has further
strengthened embodied learning. Tools such as augmented reality (AR), virtual reality

(VR), and interactive simulations create immersive environments where learners can
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physically and virtually interact with language in context. As noted by Jung, Lee, and
Liu (2025), such technologies extend the boundaries of traditional classrooms and
facilitate experiential, context-rich learning. In this regard, embodied learning
becomes not only a pedagogical strategy but also a framework that aligns naturally
with digital and multimodal EFL environments, supporting deeper engagement and
more authentic language use.

Building on recent research and the collective monograph by Shkola et al.
(2025), this study proposes a three-dimensional classification of embodied
learning: (1) level of bodily engagement, (2) modal composition, and (3) social form.

This framework allows for a comprehensive understanding of how embodied

practices can be systematically integrated into language teaching (Fig.1).

Talking about embodied learning by Level of Bodily Engagement, we can
differentiate between Passive and Active Embodiment.

Passive embodiment involves minimal physical activity and is primarily based
on observation, imagination, or empathetic engagement. In this case, the body

functions as a sensory receptor rather than an active agent. Learners may observe
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gestures, facial expressions, or physical actions in videos, dialogues, or live
demonstrations.

For example, students watching a film scene analyze non-verbal communication
cues such as gestures, posture, and proxemics. Although they do not actively perform
movements, they still engage cognitively and emotionally through embodied
simulation. This form is particularly useful at early stages of language exposure or
when introducing new communicative contexts.

Active embodiment, in contrast, requires direct physical participation. Learners
use gestures, movement, and spatial interaction as tools for meaning construction.
The body becomes a mediator of learning, facilitating deeper cognitive processing.

Typical examples include Total Physical Response (TPR) activities, role-playing
scenarios (e.g., “shopping” or “airport check-in”), and gesture-based grammar
practice. Research indicates that such activities significantly improve vocabulary
retention and grammatical accuracy due to the integration of motor and cognitive
systems (Jusslin et al., 2022; Lindgren & Johnson-Glenberg, 2023).

The second dimension of embodied learning - by Modal Composition —
includes Kinaesthetic (Motor) Embodiment, Multisensory Embodiment, and
Technology-Enhanced Embodiment.

Kinaesthetic embodiment focuses on physical actions and movement-based
responses. It supports procedural memory development by linking language input
with bodily actions. Learners internalize meaning through “learning by doing,” which
enhances automaticity in language use.

For instance, students may follow and give commands (“Stand up,” “Turn left,”
“Open the door”), or act out professions and daily routines. Such activities are
particularly effective in vocabulary acquisition and classroom interaction.

Multisensory embodiment integrates multiple sensory channels, including visual,
auditory, tactile, and sometimes olfactory or gustatory inputs. This approach creates
rich semantic networks, making language more memorable and meaningful.

An example is the “Kitchen Stations” activity, where learners rotate through

stations involving touch (textures), smell (spices), and visual sequencing (recipes).
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Another example is tactile storytelling, where students manipulate objects while
narrating a story. These activities support deeper comprehension and long-term
retention by engaging multiple sensory pathways.

Technology-enhanced embodiment represents a contemporary extension of
embodied learning. It incorporates AR/VR environments, interactive simulations,
wearable devices, and Al-driven systems that respond to gestures and movement.

For example, VR-based role plays such as “Virtual Job Interview” allow
students to practice language in immersive settings while also developing non-verbal
communication skills. AR applications can overlay vocabulary and instructions onto

real-world objects, creating interactive and engaging learning experiences (Table 1).

Such technologies not only increase motivation but also enable the simulation of
contexts that are otherwise inaccessible in traditional classrooms. Additionally, they
provide opportunities for tracking learner progress through digital data.

The last dimension - Embodied Learning by Social Form - focuses on
Individual Embodied Practices and Pair and Group Embodied Interaction.

Individual practices consider personal bodily awareness and self-regulation.
These include articulation exercises, breathing techniques, posture control, and

reflective activities such as body logs.

Such practices are particularly beneficial for pronunciation training, as they
enhance awareness of speech organs and improve prosody. They also contribute to
emotional regulation, which is crucial for reducing language anxiety (Maclntyre,
2022).

Pair and group activities emphasize collaborative meaning-making through
physical and social interaction. These include role plays, simulations, quests, and
performance-based tasks.

For instance, activities such as “City Quest” require students to navigate space,
interact with peers, and complete communicative tasks. Similarly, “Role Play
Carousel” allows learners to engage in structured interactions, practicing different
discourse functions in rotating groups.

These forms foster communicative competence, non-verbal communication
skills, and teamwork, aligning with the principles of communicative language
teaching.

As the experience proves, the integration of embodied learning into EFL
classrooms has significant methodological implications. First, it promotes learner-
centered instruction by actively involving students in the learning process. Second, it
enhances motivation and engagement through dynamic and interactive activities.
Third, it supports differentiated instruction, as learners with different sensory
preferences can benefit from varied modalities.

Teachers are encouraged to design lessons that combine different types of
embodiment, ensuring a balance between physical activity, sensory engagement, and
social interaction. Importantly, the use of digital tools should not replace physical
experience but rather complement and extend it.

Conclusions. Embodied learning represents a holistic and innovative approach
to foreign language education, integrating cognitive, physical, and social dimensions
of learning. The proposed classification provides a structured framework for
understanding and implementing embodied practices in EFL teaching.

By incorporating movement, sensory experience, and technology, educators can

create meaningful and engaging learning environments that foster communicative
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competence and long-term retention. Future research should focus on empirical

validation of specific embodied techniques and their impact on different language

skills.
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FOREIGN LANGUAGE COMPETENCE AS A PREREQUISITE FOR THE
PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT OF FUTURE TEACHERS

The modern development of the national education system is characterized by a
profound transformation of its conceptual, methodological, and scientific
foundations. In the context of ongoing educational reforms in Ukraine, particular
attention is given to updating the content and essence of learning in accordance with
contemporary societal and individual needs. This process inevitably requires
intensified research in the fields of pedagogy and psychology of professional
education, as well as the implementation of comprehensive didactic studies aimed at
improving the training of future specialists [3].

A significant feature of contemporary global education is the steady shift toward
competence-based approaches in higher education. International organizations such
as UNESCO, UNICEF, UNDP, the Council of Europe, and the OECD actively
contribute to the development of educational standards focused on professional
competencies. Within this paradigm, competence is generally understood as the
ability to perform professional activities effectively and responsibly, solving practical
tasks at a required level of quality. Consequently, competence-oriented education has
become a strategic direction of educational development worldwide [8].

Global integration processes, particularly European integration, have a
considerable impact on the transformation of professional qualification requirements.
These changes are especially evident in the field of foreign language education,

where language proficiency is increasingly recognized as an essential component of
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professional readiness. Successful integration of Ukraine into the international
community 1s impossible without a high level of foreign language competence, which
enables effective participation in global academic, cultural, and professional
exchanges [8].

In this regard, foreign language competence represents not only a linguistic skill
but also a multidimensional personal and professional resource. It enables individuals
to navigate the complexities of contemporary society, respond flexibly to evolving
professional demands, and engage in productive intercultural interaction. Moreover, it
facilitates the ability to structure communication processes, reassess life and career
priorities, and enhance overall professional adaptability [5].

Contemporary research interprets foreign language communicative competence
as an integrative construct that includes the ability to engage in intercultural
professional communication while respecting cultural differences, norms, and values
[7]. It also involves the capacity to select appropriate verbal and non-verbal
communication strategies in accordance with situational and professional contexts. In
addition, this competence reflects the integration of linguistic, psychological, social,
and contextual knowledge, ensuring effective communication in professional
environments. It is further understood as a result of systematic training that enables
individuals to comprehend and produce appropriate utterances in socially and
professionally relevant situations, thereby fulfilling informational, interactive, and
perceptive functions of communication. Ultimately, it reflects the level of
professional development, communication style, and personal values of the specialist
[6].

The structure of foreign language communicative competence is commonly
defined through several interrelated components. The discursive component refers to
the ability to construct coherent oral and written discourse using appropriate
linguistic means. The sociolinguistic component involves understanding and
producing language that corresponds to specific social and cultural contexts [6]. The
strategic component ensures the effective use of communication strategies to

overcome difficulties and achieve communicative goals. The linguistic component
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encompasses knowledge of vocabulary, grammar, and phonetics, as well as the ability
to understand and generate language structures, including unfamiliar ones.

In addition, scholars distinguish internal components of communicative
competence, including cognitive, communicative, and emotional aspects. The
cognitive component involves theoretical knowledge of communication processes
and cultural awareness. The communicative component is associated with practical
interaction skills, speech culture, and the ability to manage interpersonal
communication. The emotional component reflects empathy, openness to dialogue,
positive interpersonal orientation, and a stable professional self-concept. Together,
these elements ensure the holistic development of a future teacher as an effective
communicator in a multicultural environment.

An essential role in forming foreign language competence is played by modern
pedagogical technologies, particularly communicative and interactive teaching
methods. These approaches shift the focus of the educational process from passive
knowledge acquisition to active participation, collaboration, and practical application.
Empirical studies demonstrate that interactive learning significantly enhances
knowledge retention and develops not only cognitive abilities but also emotional
engagement and practical skills [2].

Among the most effective methods is project-based learning, which encourages
students to engage in independent research, creative problem-solving, and
collaborative work. Through project activities, learners develop communicative,
organizational, and analytical skills while gaining experience in working with diverse
information sources. This approach also fosters creativity and allows students to
present their ideas in various formats, including presentations, visual materials,
interviews, and research reports [4].

The effectiveness of foreign language learning is also closely related to students’
cognitive activity and motivation. Cognitive activity reflects an individual’s active,
inquisitive, and purposeful engagement in the learning process [1]. However,
motivational barriers often arise due to socio-economic instability, uncertainty about

future professional applications of foreign language skills, and psychological factors.
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In this context, motivation for self-realization plays a decisive role in sustaining
learning interest and achieving professional competence.

The role of the teacher in the modern educational process has also undergone
significant transformation. Instead of acting as a dominant source of knowledge, the
teacher now functions as a facilitator, mentor, and partner in the learning process.
Creating a psychologically supportive learning environment is crucial for
encouraging student participation, reducing communication anxiety, and fostering
professional growth. Such an approach ensures that learners become active subjects
of their own educational development.

In conclusion, foreign language communicative competence is a key
determinant of the professional development of future teachers. It integrates linguistic
knowledge, communicative skills, cultural awareness, and professional values into a
unified system that enables effective participation in intercultural and professional
communication. Its formation requires the combination of traditional and innovative
teaching methods, with a particular emphasis on interactive and student-centered
approaches. The effectiveness of this process largely depends on motivational factors,
psychological conditions, and the ability of educators to create a supportive and
engaging learning environment. Ultimately, foreign language competence serves as a
fundamental prerequisite for professional growth, academic mobility, and successful
integration into the global educational space.
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Abstract. The authors highlight the defining psychological and pedagogical
characteristics of emotions as a factor in strengthening the branding of a scientific
and pedagogical employee of a higher education institution in the socio-economic
conditions of today. The probability of the appearance of four possible configurations
of positive/negative and sthenic/asthenic emotions and the specifics of their influence
on the course of brand communication of a scientific and pedagogical employee of a
higher education institution with representatives of the target audience are analyzed.
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In modern socio-economic conditions, not only the general synchronization of
the brand of a scientific and pedagogical employee of a higher education institution

with the axiological system of the target audience (primarily the student audience as
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the most priority for the sphere of higher education) becomes of particular relevance,
but also the receipt by the brand bearer of the status of "belonging" from it according
to internalization features. The above-mentioned goal is facilitated by the
emotionalization of branding, which significantly increases the recognition of the
attributes of the specialist's brand, thereby simplifying the process of making brand-
oriented decisions regarding further educational and scientific interaction with the
brand bearer.

The most priority tasks of branding in the field of higher education are to obtain
from the target audience the status of "ownership" by the brand bearer on the basis of
internalization (as a result of recognition of the standard of professional and personal
traits of the specialist). It is precisely the "filling" of the brand of a scientific and
pedagogical worker with emotional content that increases the effectiveness of
memorizing his attributes and encourages consumers of educational and scientific
services to further interact with him.

In this regard, N.Azad & Z.Montazeri emphasize that during the
implementation of brand communication by a specialist with a target audience,
representatives of the latter consistently present three states:

1) being impressed by the brand based on emotional response and cognitive
processing, resulting in the subjectification of newly perceived information due to the
dominance of emotionality over rationality;

2) “anticipation” of pleasure from the predicted changes caused by the
internalization of the personal brand, interaction with it or possession of it (changes
in the behavioral structure, habitual/psychological changes of a personal nature,
inclusion in a social group loyal to the brand, etc.);

3) natural enjoyment of the realization of the above-mentioned expectations [1,
p. 17].

The above-substantiated priority of the emotional sphere of the target audience
as a factor in brand formation has become the reason for the emergence of the
concept of "emotional branding" in scientific circulation, the essence of which

directly correlates with the emergence of a desire in the consumer of the brand
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carrier’s educational and scientific services to be related to it, which is not subject to
complete rationalization. It is the influence of the emotional state of the target
audience representatives on the brand of a scientific and pedagogical employee of a
higher education institution that indicates the need to orient it, first of all, to
"emotional synchronization" with the target audience.

“The emotionality of branding” even served as a source of a fundamentally new
direction of scientific research — neuromarketing, the subject of study of which is the
interaction of cognitive processes and decision-making algorithms regarding the
choice of a brand. In particular, neuromarketing research is aimed primarily at
highlighting the specifics of the activation of certain parts of the brain of an
individual in situations when he needs to make a choice based on a subjective
assessment of the balance between the instant satisfaction of making a positive
decision and the disappointment naturally received in this case from the loss of
energy, moral and/or material resources [5, p. 113—115; 6, p. 146-148].

For the process of forming a brand of a scientific and pedagogical employee of a
higher education institution, it is appropriate to differentiate emotions into sthenic and
asthenic: sthenic activates the body's energy resources to achieve the goal, while
asthenic, on the contrary, has a destructive effect on professional activity. In addition,
a direct correlation between the ease of occurrence of positive emotions and their
stability has been experimentally proven [2, p. 21-27]. The division of emotions into
sthenic and asthenic appears as a direct complement to their conditional
differentiation into positive and negative, enabling the emergence of combinations
that are "paradoxical" in their essence: negative sthenic emotions stimulate a
scientific and pedagogical worker as a bearer of a personal brand to make the
necessary changes in his own activities, while positive asthenic emotions encourage
him to maintain the status quo even in situations where professional activity requires
urgent correction. Therefore, it is precisely negative sthenic emotions that can initiate
the specialist’s awareness of the need to form a higher level of development of any
brand attribute due to insufficient, according to his subjective assessment, brand

recognition by representatives of the target audience. In turn, a fairly common
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example of the action of positive asthenic emotions in the field of higher education is
the situation when a university specialist "surrounded by attention" and occupying an
administrative position loses motivation to gain recognition from the scientific
community or student audience by creating a scientific school or implementing
innovative pedagogical technologies into his own teaching practice.

In the aspect of personal branding, special attention deserves highlighting the
properties of the emotions of brand communication participants — irradiation,
generalization, summation, and incubation. By the irradiation of emotions, it is
appropriate to understand the property of spreading the emotional background to
information related to the circumstances of its occurrence (for example, participants
in brand communication who are in a depressed mood will perceive neutral or even
positive phenomena, "negativizing" them. The phenomenon of generalization of
emotions consists in the subordination of all other emotions caused by the perception
of brand attributes to the dominant emotion that arose as a result of the action of the
strongest stimulus. A significant role in brand communication is played by the
summation of emotions — the combination of individual emotions into complex
emotional formations. Spatial summation is characterized by simultaneous emotions,
and temporal summation — "sequential". At the same time, emotions that arose in
brand communication have the ability to accumulate, complementing and mutually
reinforcing the dominant emotion. It is this feature that explains the paradoxical
dominance of the intensity of a certain emotion during repeated perception of brand
information over its intensity during the first contact with this information.
Semantically close to summation is the incubation of emotions, which is interpreted
by researchers as the ability of brand communication participants to create conditions
for the emergence of emotions of a certain sign [3, p. 12—13].

All of the above-described properties of emotions are directly related to the
brand communication of a scientific and pedagogical employee of a higher education
institution with a student target audience and are at least partially correlated with a
number of psychological effects. Thus, the presence of a deficit of information about

the brand attributes of a higher education specialist contributes to the spread of the
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general subjective impression of the target audience representatives about the brand
bearer on the assessment of his personal/professional qualities, while further receipt
of information opposite in content can be neutralized by the Pygmalion effect
(Rosenthal effect) — biased correction of behavior and interpretation of the brand
bearer's behavior in accordance with the expectations of the target audience
representatives. A similar effect can be exerted by "projective identification" — a
mechanism of psychological protection, the essence of which lies in the unconscious
desire to influence another person, "forcing" him to act in accordance with his own
1deas about his personal and motivational sphere [4, p. 25].

Generalization of all the above information allows us to conclude that the brand
of a scientific and pedagogical worker appears for representatives of his target
audience (primarily students as the most priority audience for the sphere of higher
education) as a guarantor of a system of emotionally focused expectations with a
positive pole of modality. The emotional state of the target audience affects the brand
of a scientific and pedagogical worker of a higher education institution, becoming the
cause of “emotional synchronization” of the efforts of all participants in brand
communication. Such synchronization makes it possible to minimize the negative
impact of communicative barriers on brand communication, and, provided that
cognitive extrasonance is regularly achieved, to endow the brand bearer with a

category of ownership based on internalization features.

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HAPPINESS NARRATIVES IN THE CULTURAL SPACE OF BRANDS:
BETWEEN GLOBALIZATION AND LOCAL ADAPTATION

Abstract. The article provides a cultural and communicative analysis of
happiness narratives in brand communication within the context of globalization and
socio-cultural transformation. Happiness is conceptualized as a dynamic and
axiologically embedded construct shaped through the interaction of global symbolic
models and local cultural practices. Particular attention is paid to the process of
cultural adaptation of happiness narratives, which is interpreted as a mechanism of
reconfiguration of universalized meanings in accordance with socio-historical
experience and value systems. The Ukrainian context, especially under wartime
conditions, is analysed as a case of transformation from hedonic to eudaimonic
models of happiness, where well-being is associated with existential meaning,

collective resilience, and value-based orientation. The study demonstrates that
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happiness narratives are not universal but culturally contingent, reflecting the
influence of crisis, identity, and collective experience on the formation of meanings
of well-being.

Happiness in the contemporary cultural landscape should be understood as a
complex socio-cultural and communicative construct that is formed through the
interaction of individual experience, collective representations, and media practices
[1, p. 36-38; 9, p. 10-15]. In the context of globalization and digitalization, the
production of meanings related to happiness is increasingly mediated by brands,
which act not only as economic actors but also as agents of cultural meaning-making
[10, p. 5-9].

The growing influence of brands on the formation of cultural narratives is
associated with their ability to construct symbolic models of a “desirable life,” within
which happiness is presented as a normative and socially approved state [8, p. 72—
75].

Thus, brand communication functions as a mechanism for shaping collective
perceptions of well-being, success, and life satisfaction.

At the same time, the transformation of happiness narratives occurs under the
influence of macro-social processes, including globalization, digitalization, and
socio-political crises [7, p. 45-50]. In the Ukrainian context, the experience of war
has led to a profound reconfiguration of value orientations, resulting in the emergence
of new interpretations of happiness that differ significantly from global models.

In this regard, the key research problem lies in identifying the mechanisms of
cultural adaptation of happiness narratives in brand communication, as well as in
determining the differences between global and locally contextualized models.

Cultural adaptation of happiness narratives can be conceptualized as a process of

transformation of universalized models of happiness in accordance with locally
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embedded value systems, socio-historical experience, and cultural memory of a given
society [5, p. 12-20; 6, p. 5-10]. Within this framework, happiness is not a fixed or
universally stable category, but rather a dynamic construct that undergoes
reinterpretation in response to changing contextual conditions.

In the context of brand communication, cultural adaptation operates as a
mediating mechanism through which globally circulating narratives of happiness are
reconfigured and embedded into specific cultural environments. This process
involves the selective translation, reinterpretation, and recontextualization of
symbolic meanings associated with happiness, enabling brands to align their
communicative strategies with the expectations, experiences, and value orientations
of local audiences.

From a cultural studies perspective, this transformation reflects the interaction
between global symbolic structures and local meaning-making practices [9, p. 20—
25]. While global brands tend to disseminate standardized and emotionally simplified
representations of happiness, local contexts introduce additional layers of meaning,
shaped by historical experience, collective identity, and socio-political realities [4, p.
25-30; 11].

In this regard, cultural adaptation should be understood not merely as a strategy
of localization, but as a deeper process of axiological transformation, in which the
very meaning of happiness is redefined. The shift from hedonic to eudaimonic
interpretations of happiness in certain socio-cultural contexts illustrates the extent to
which external conditions influence the hierarchy of values and the dominant
narratives of well-being [2, p. 1070-1075; 3, p. 12-18].

The Ukrainian context provides a particularly illustrative example of such
transformation. Under the conditions of war, happiness is rearticulated as an
existentially grounded and collectively oriented construct, closely linked to survival,
dignity, freedom, and social solidarity. In this case, cultural adaptation transcends
communicative adjustment and becomes a form of symbolic response to crisis,
reflecting the reconfiguration of cultural meanings under conditions of existential

threat.
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Thus, cultural adaptation of happiness narratives can be interpreted as a multi-
level process that encompasses communicative practices, value transformations, and
the redefinition of collective meanings. It reveals the non-universality of happiness as
a cultural category and underscores its dependence on specific historical, social, and
cultural contexts.

The comparative analysis of happiness narratives in global and Ukrainian brand
communication reveals a fundamental divergence in the ways happiness is
conceptualized, represented, and culturally embedded. This divergence is not merely
stylistic or communicative but reflects deeper differences in value systems, socio-
historical contexts, and collective experiences.

In global brand communication, happiness is predominantly constructed within a
hedonic paradigm, where it is associated with emotional comfort, individual success,
and personal fulfillment [4, p. 25-30].

Such narratives tend to emphasize positivity, ease, and accessibility, presenting
happiness as an attainable and relatively uncomplicated state. The communicative
logic of these narratives is oriented toward universalization, aiming to create
culturally neutral and globally recognizable representations of well-being.

Within this framework, happiness is often reduced to a set of emotionally
appealing symbols—joy, pleasure, lightness, and social interaction—detached from
complex socio-cultural or existential dimensions [11]. As a result, global happiness
narratives tend to function as simplified symbolic models that prioritize affective
immediacy over deeper meaning structures.

In contrast, Ukrainian brand communication, particularly in the context of war,
demonstrates a shift toward a eudaimonic model of happiness, in which well-being is
interpreted through the prism of existential experience, collective resilience, and
value-based orientation [3, p. 20-25].

Here, happiness is no longer equated with comfort or pleasure but is redefined as
a meaningful state rooted in survival, dignity, freedom, and social cohesion.

This transformation reflects a broader axiological shift, where the hierarchy of

values is restructured under the influence of crisis [7, p. 60—65]. The communicative
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strategies of Ukrainian brands, therefore, are not aimed at simplifying reality but at
articulating and symbolically processing complex collective experiences. Happiness,
in this context, becomes a form of cultural resistance and a mechanism of
maintaining social integrity.

The key differences between global and Ukrainian models of happiness

narratives can be systematized as follows: (see Table 1)

As shown in Table 1, the distinction between the two models lies not only in
communicative emphasis but in the underlying cultural logic that defines the meaning
of happiness. While the global model operates within a stable socio-cultural
environment and prioritizes individual emotional experience, the Ukrainian model
emerges under conditions of crisis and foregrounds collective meaning-making and
value-oriented resilience.

Importantly, this divergence demonstrates that happiness cannot be understood
as a universal or culturally invariant category. Instead, it is shaped by contextual

factors that determine both its symbolic representation and its experiential content [6,
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p. 15-18]. The Ukrainian case, therefore, challenges the universality of hedonic
interpretations of happiness and highlights the necessity of incorporating socio-
historical context into the analysis of felicitar narratives.

The Felicitar Brand Communication Model is proposed as a conceptual
framework for analyzing the formation, transformation, and cultural adaptation of
happiness narratives within contemporary brand communication. The model is
grounded in the felicitar paradigm, which interprets happiness as a dynamic, socially
constructed, and axiologically embedded communicative phenomenon.

Unlike traditional approaches that treat happiness as an individual psychological
state or a marketing attribute, this model conceptualizes happiness as a multi-layered
cultural construct produced at the intersection of value systems, communicative
strategies, and audience interpretation [1, p. 40—-42]. Thus, brand communication is
understood not merely as a tool of persuasion, but as a mechanism of symbolic

production that actively shapes cultural meanings of happiness.
